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LAND ROVER APPROVED CLUB

October 5th 2006 was a historic day for

BHCLRC as after 5 years nagging and

negotiation the club has finally received a signed

licensing agreement from Land Rover authorised
by their legal affairs director.

Since the club was formed in 2001 we have hoped for some form of
recognition from the manufacturer of the vehicles we are so passionate
about. This process built up some momentum earlier this year when | on
behalf of the committee went through the process of trade marking the
club tri-county logo that | designed with the assistance of Graham Baker
when the club was formed. When Land Rovers legal department
discovered this they were initially a bit nervous, an independent body
having a trademark with their name in it did not sit comfortably. After a
little negotiation an agreement was drawn up by LR's US lawyers, which
was made workable this side of the pond by BHCLRC member Neil
Campbell. The agreement would involve signing over the rights to the club
logo to Land Rover who in turn would reimburse all of our cost incurred
taking out the trademark and give us perpetual sole rights to use it. The
committee agreed that the level of protection Land Rover's legal
department could give far outweighed the minor loss of sovereignty over
the logo. The agreement also allows us to use the Land Rover name and
Logos.

But the icing on the cake is clause 4.3

We are still negotiating a custom logo to identify this approved affiliation,
but for now we are allowed to refer to ourselves in simple text as a "LAND
ROVER APPROVED CLUB"

Working in the competitive world of
estate agency | am always looking
for new and better ways to market
the properties we sell. Our speciality
is Equestrian Properties, in simple
terms horsey houses with land and
stables. If you have ever looked
through the pages of the country life-
style magazines you will find high
level photographs of properties and
may have wondered how they were
taken, well almost certainly from a
modified photographic vehicle with a
telescopic mast system.

Fortunately | already had a vehicle
that was perfect for the job, a 1995
300 tdi Defender hard top, known in

the family as Naomi because 'she' is black and sexy. Well 'Naomi', who
we have had from new, has become a bit of a butch girl over the last few
years with the addition of a full roll cage, snorkel, winch bumper with
9,000Ib come-up winch and various navigational accessories.

Researching the elevated photography market | found a number of
companies offering off the shelf solutions which would have knocked the
company bank balance by about £5,000. Being a typical Land Rover
owner i.e. tight and resourceful | decided to put my own system together.
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My shopping list included.

1 x Telescopic mast.

1 x Camera with software that could control
it remotely from a notebook computer.

1 x Tilt and pan head unit with remote
control.

1 x Mechanism for mounting it to the Land
Rover making it simple to erect.

Cables and in-line USB boosters as
required.

The mast system was a no-brainer, virtually
everyone gets their masts from Clark Masts
in the Isle of Wight. Clark Masts have been
supplying mast systems to the military for
decades and their fundamental design has
not really changed since the 50's, just like
the vehicle it was about to be bolted to. Their
8-week delivery backlog gave me lots of
time to source the rest of the system.

recently but fortunately there are
loads of good quality cameras and
accessories available via the on-line
second hand market. | quickly
sourced a couple of Dimage A2s and
a bundle of accessories to go with
them. The biggest headache was
getting my hands on a copy of the
software needed to make the camera
‘talk' to my computer, | eventually

I have always favoured Konica-
Minolta as the weapon of choice
for photographing houses, their
cameras are robust, reliable, have
a powerful flash and a good optical
zoom which makes them great for
doing justice to your average 12' x
12" sitting room. Sadly K-M
dropped out of the camera market

sourced this from K-M's European office in Germany. | also managed to
get a Chinese manufactured lightweight tilt and pan head unit.
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When all my gizmos and gadgets arrived | invited Terry Dennis from the
club to come up with a mounting solution. Terry runs a steel fabrication
and welding business that makes him very popular amongst club
members, sorry Terry | know you thought it was your charm and wit that
gave you such a following. Terry's solution was a hinged bracket with a
couple of saddle clamps that would enable the 18kg mast to be slided,
erected and locked without removing it from the vehicle.

The system has been a big hit with our vendors, as you can see from the
before and after shots taken from the same location, elevated
photography really does show off a property at its best. Russ' Erection, as
it has become known, has also become a popular landmark at the Land
Rover shows this season, if only as a beacon to find your way back to the
club stand after visiting the beer tent.
The system finally came in
at £3,000, so quite a saving,
and to offset these costs |
am setting up a side
business under the trading
name of East Anglia
Elevated Photography. |
chose the name to go with
the registration plates on our
vehicles, how sad is that?
The business' first project
was a great opportunity for
some unique photography. |
spent a day along with club
member and professional
photographer Ed Lee at
Woburn Safari Park getting
publicity shots. With the
assistance of the park
wardens we got up close
and personal with the
Rhinos, Elephants, Giraffes and exotic Cattle. | will be going back soon to
get the Lions and Tigers, but from outside the enclosures.

In leiu of news much of the greenlane section in this edition will be taken
up with requests for ideas and information regarding trips, weekends away

In addition the main driver of any prebooked vehicle will also
need to produce their current membership card when signing in on the
day. Hopefully this minor inconvenience will reduce the stress levels of the
leaders and give us all a much better experience.

If 1 am not available both these numbers go to answer machine so please
leave your full name, a message, the date and a number and | will call you
back. Right now | get far too many messages that say, “Hi it's me, | want
to go laning next weekend, call me back. Bye!”. If you don’t leave me a
number and your name | can't call you back! You could always e-mail me
on greenlanes@bhclrc.co.uk. | check it pretty much every night.

Right that's all the unpleasant stuff out of the way. Let's move on to
something much more interesting. | am currently in the process of
planning out all of 2007’s trips and as yet | have not set any destinations
although the dates will be, as usual, the first Sunday and second Saturday
of the month. If you have any preferences about places to go or areas to
visit — drop me a line. | need to have the diary set by the end of October
so don't delay.

The trip to Wales this year will be the last organised club weekend away to
that fair country for a year. We have been every year for at least 4 years
and people are looking for a change — | have had suggested the Peak
District, Northumberland, Kent and Northern France as alternatives. Let
me know what takes your fancy and I'll see what we can do.

I am planning on another trip abroad in 2007 — | mentioned it last time
around — the most popular destination was, unsurprisingly, Iceland.
However it is very expensive getting Landrovers up there and also finding
places to stay at a respectable cost is also difficult. | am therefore going to
put Iceland on the back burner for 2007 and see if | can arrange
something for 2008. In the meantime | still want to arrange a “big trip”
abroad for 2007. | have seen many different places and opportunities — for
example The Pyrenees, Portugal, Northern France, Belgium, the “Asterix
Raid” (A greenlaning trip run by BOAB through France) to name but a few.
I will consider all suggestions and anyone willing to give me a hand to help
organise the trip would also be welcomed.

A fair criticism that was put to me was that some laners would like to take
various kids and partners on the “big trip” and by arranging the trips
outside of school holidays it doesn’'t make that possible. As a result the
“big trip” will be done during either the Easter holidays or half term weeks.
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There will be some restrictions on the ages and numbers but | will try to
accommodate as many people as best | can.

It has also been suggested (by me) that we could also arrange either a
long weekend or a week long trip to one of the Northern European
countries — Normandy, Belgium, bits of Scandanavia, etc — later in the
year. My plan is to do it on a tight budget and to help keep the costs down
we could make it a camping trip. This limits us really to the late spring and
summer. There are also events like the Belgium Nationals, Croisiere
Blanche and Les Mille Riveres which always welcome spectators and, if
you get your applications in on time, competitors.

With the
decrease in the number of lanes available to us spending a weekend at
one of the bigger centres is an alternative option. There are several good
centres in the country and | will see what options we have available to us.
“Watch this space” for further information.

In the meantime we still have a few trips left before the year ends (only
about 12 weeks to Christmas!). If you would like to join us on one of the
greenlanes trips please call me to book your slot. Everyone is welcome
and just because your truck may not be a Landrover doesn’'t mean you will
not have fun!!
